The first question regaraine the f'uture of' the institute is whether 
DJIDYE will return and take charge once more. ·we managed for· D�BYE to 
be still in charge of'fi�i aJ.ly, thE:refore it a.e!)emds only on him v:hether 
he is willing to take chf:l.·rse again and, if so, there would -probably be 
no -political drufficul ties sicice he is of Dutch n8tionali ty. If', on the 
other hand, Dh"'BYE _does not return, the question of' the future subject 
of' ou� research will arise. If we are to choose between the following 
two nossibili ties, either a ve1'y much reducec1 i'ield of' work vii thout control 
or El. wider one but cont:rollea by Alliec1 -physicists, then I should cert�dnly 
'Ore1·e1' the latter possibility for the_ r·ollowins reason�: If there v,e�e

none su.ch thoroggh work that the result woula not justify such an effort. 
In thst c&se, it ndeht he better tn switch over the institute to quite 
different subjects_ with which 1 have nothin_rr to ao. If, however, w0rl< 
on nucJear rhysics· could be c.0ntinned, B.t least with hic:h tension 
sny-,ar,=..tus, so that the coJ.l::i.boration wit.b HA.HN's institute would 00nt.inue, 
I ,·;C'uld certr..inly be yiret-.?,rea to riut uv w:i. th r•ontrol. Then ve1•h3!)S one 
mi3ht t>,J.so be able to get the SU!)�-:-ort of the i:iut,hori ties for e.x:>erirnP.nts 
on i::osrnic rays so that ::.. oonsiderably greater technical effort becomes 
possible.

It is "9o�sible that the 
Russians had -previous.ly 1,emoved e.r,::-:aratus and er1uipment. _Perha1:)S it 
would be easier in :Br.::P.LIN to e;et our old: flnt,s back, but the 81:)ecific 
dif'f'icul ties of BERLIN are not in favour of' tha� town. 

I hope, we shall be abie ·to discuss all these problem� once more 
when the f·undarnental questions hs.ve been settled •

I. GENERAL

1) All interes� this week centres on a meeting between Professors
HAHN, LAUE and HEISENBERG with various British scientists at the
Royal Institution on Tuesday, 2nd October, and a letter which
HEISENBERG has written to Professor BLACKETT as a result,

II. THE MEETING

· 2). In addition to the various British scientists, HEISENBERG also
met his brother-in-law, Herr SCHUIDvlACHER, who apparently· gave him an
encouraging report about conditions in the British zone, and whom
HEISENBERG is most anxious to meet again in the near future. He has
asked for this second interview as he thinks, SCHUHMACHER will be
able mater.i.al.l_y to assist him in selecting a site for the future
Kaiser..:,;fifnefin"'- Gesellscha:f't.

3) On returning from the LONDON meeting, HEISENBERG gave the following
account of what had taken place:

" BLACKETT has toJ.d me the following: the -�ericans have decided that 
we should return to G.EI&-lANY. They have made a-condition, however, that 
we are not to return to the French zone •. BLACKETT has expressly told me 
that he does not believe that we are to join our families at home in 
order to fetch them from lillCliINGEN, but he thinks, it is more probable 
that the families will be brought to us from HECHINGEN. The Americans 
do not appear to raise objections against our going to the British sector. 
In accordance with a very detailed report,which my brother-in-law gave me, 
conditions seem to be best in the English sector at present. GOE'rTINGEN, 
HAMBURG and BONN crune under discussion. The idea is that some central 
organisation is to be set up which will somehow arrange the reconstruction 
of German science. GOETTINGEN was mentioned in this connection, as, 
first of all, the Kaiser-Wilhelm Gesellschaf't has been evacuated to 
GOETTINGE.N and, secondly ., the Academy is there and, thirdly, on account 
of the univez,sity. The only snag about GOETTINGEN is the proximity of 
the Russian sector and BLACKETT thought that the Americans would not 
consider GOETTINGEN for that reason. The plan now seems to be that the 
Allies want to agree on a place where to send us. It will naturalJ.y be· 
a tremendous task for any Allied organisation to endeavour to obtain 
an institute and accommodation for us, to get us there and to have 
our families and furniture brought along as well-; but, :f'u.ndamentally, 
that would be the only solution to make this plan, attractive for us. 
The second alternative would be that the furniture will be left there 
and only our families brought along. In that case, only a few flats 
would be vacated for us. I have the impression that the Americans 
consider this J.atter alternative as the easier one and actually intend 
to ca:rry it out. But I think that we can still exert some influence 
in this matter and I almost feel that we shall be able to choose between 
our fam111es staying in .flECHINGEN until a move on a larger scale· will 
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hand, and being united with our families as soon as possible but 
not being able to.i ,�� pur. furniture along on the other hand. 
According to what �i �old me, 1 t will probably be :f'a1rly easy 
to arrange for those, who·se homes · tre already in the American sector, 
simply to join their f.am111es now. When talking of my own family, 
I sort of asked whether there was a chance for me to return to my 
family. BLACl<ETT considered this very probable. As we stand at 
present, we can influence matters considerably as they themselves 
don't know yet what they shall do. All this, naturally, within the 
scope of what they have said. 11

To judge from my experience, it is always better if 
several people go, say two or three. 

I doubt whether they will let three of us roam about, 
but perhaps we could get them to agree to two. 

I should say that something could be achieved in this 
direction as this would not contravene the condition 
imposed by the Americans to the effect that we are not 
to leave here until something definite has been decided 
upon. It is, af'ter all, an obvious and reasonable demand 
that somebody should travel about to find out things. 

But the French zone would be out of bounds during such 
trip. 

I should say, the places to visit would be MUNICH, 
HEIDELBERG, GOETTINGEN, BONN and HAMBURG. 

HEIDELBERG has not been mentioned anymore earlier on. 
Why not? 

Actually on1y because we would rather steer clear of the 
American zone of occupation at present which, after all, 
1s very much in the interests of the British just now. 

The only ones who have really got a vital interest in the 
well-being of GERlvLtiliY are the British apparently. BY
the way, I think that the results of the conference this 
afternoon have been unexpectedly positive. 

Yes, but I think .that, if the institutes or even some or

5) Having slept on the matter, the drafting of the letter was dis­
cussed again on.the morning of the 3rd October. In this discussion
it appears that the meeting at the Royal Institution has greatly
encouraged the guests, even to the point of dictating their own terms.
WEISZAEClillR' s diplomatic cunning is especially worthy of notel

is, therefore, vital that, if we are to be moved, all the 
institutes and at the same·time all our furniture and 
everything belonging to the ftrunilies must be moved as well. 
We must malce it clear to BLACKETT, therefore,· that the 
Allied authorities cannot avoid negotiations with the 
French under any .circumstances. The most llnportant point 
of the letter to BLACKETT must, therefore, be: 11Negotiation:

11 Then 
it. 1s to be hoped that, once these negotiations have been 
successfully concluded, we will be ·allowed to join our 
families in HECHINGEN and TAILFINGEN.

But 
I don't know whether one should stress this point already 
now as this probably belongs to a later stage •. 

WEISZAECKER: I suggest, we keep on telling the English that we wish to 
leave he.re but, at the same time, keep on'making suggest­
ions which are diff1cul t to comply w1 th.

11De ar BLACKETT, 

We were very gratef'ul. for the manner in which our discussions 1n 
LONDON were carried on and the subjects discussed and, on the strength 
of these, we have once again among�t ourselves discussed the pending 
ouestions in detail. Perhaps it will be useful if I report to you on 
this, 

.After what we have been told by you and your colleagues, we appear 
to be bound to the f'ollowing conditions: The Allied authorities agree 
on the whole to our return to GERMANY., However, for the time being, 
a return to the French zone of occupation is not intended, but rather 
the scene of our activities 1s to be shifted to a place within the 
Anglo-American zone of occupation, such place to make it �ossible to 
resume work in accordance with the former scientific tra�dition and 
thus be suitable as starting point for the re-building of science as 
a wh;ole. 

Bearing these conditions in mind, the following difficulties have 
to be pointed out: The resumption of our work is completely dependant 
on our institutes. OUr removal to a larger town with a university will 
only prove useful if our institutes with all their equipment and their 
members - who are. at present still worlcing in HECHINGEN and TAILFINGEN -
are also moved _to that town. Such removal, under _the conditions pre­
vailing at present in the zone or·occupation, will necessitate the 
authority of the French Government which, as you lcnovr, has talcen a 
lively interest in the work and equipment of the institutes. I, 
therefore,-believe that negotiations about the future of the institutes 
cannot be.avoided between the Anglo-American end French authorities. 
It can be.rightly added in favour of such a removal.into the Anglo­
.American zone that these institutes are actually stationed in BERLIN­
DAHLEM, i.e. the American sector, and that WUERTTEMBERG only·represents 
a temporary place of evacuation of the DAHLEM institutes. Fuw:'hher­
more, it can be stressed that these institutes represent the :private 
:property of the Kaiser-WiJ helm Ges.ellschaf't, which is at present ad­
ministered from GOET'l'INGEN, and that these institutes are not t,-. ...

HA.ml: Wishes confinno.tion of Nobel Prize Awo.rd o.nd to reply.to
Swedes at least indirectly. Is generally politely restro.ined, 
but WIRTZ and liEISEimERG e{;ged him to mn.ke o.n indig:nnnt re­
quest for information o.nd permission to write Sir Lawrence 
BRAGG on the theory thc.t denial. would prove that they ,vere 
being_detained as WQ.r criminals. He was temporarily cnlmed 
althouch given little encouragement concerning correspon­
dence. 

HEISENBERG: Advi:od .F..AHN �o write Sir John AlmERSOll on Nobel Prize . 
and proposed threatenin& to withdraw parole to force action.
