last paragraph deals with a naive it-
erative solution to Poisson’s equation,
suggesting that a self-consistent inte-
rior solution can be achieved through
its application. To be sure, there are
exceptions. The author’s treatment of
nuclear processes is very complete, and
he excels at describing some develop-
ments of the past decade or so, includ-
ing a reasonably complete discussion
of supernovae. These topics tend to be
found toward the back of the book.

However, I was surprised to find no
reference to Supernovae (Springer-Ver-
lag, 1991) edited by Stan Woolsey, or
to Woolsey’s subsequent models. The
inclusion of white dwarfs, novae and
supernovae in the same chapter is yet
another example of the book’s hetero-
geneous organization.

In short, the astronomy that the
physics of this book was meant to ad-
dress is missing. While Rose’s discus-
sion of certain topics may be useful in

a presentation of this subject, the many

errors, omissions and compressions

make it unsuitable as a text for a course

in stellar astrophysics. A balanced

course will still have to rely on previous
works.
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
